Many Catholics know of Our Lady’s apparitions in places
such as Fatima or Lourdes, but did you know that the
Blessed Mother also appeared in the United States? In 1859,
Mary appeared three times to Adele Brise, a young Belgian
immigrant, in the woods of Wisconsin.

In 2010, the bishop of Green Bay officially gave his
ecclesiastical approval to the apparition, making it the first
and only approved Marian apparition in the United States.

What wad Qs ’&WW
Mary told Adele to pray for sinners and to teach the
children about their catechism, how to make the Sign of the
Cross, and how to approach the sacraments.

Our Lady’s parting words to Adele were the same words
which she says to each one of us today: “Go and fear
nothing; | will help you.” Because of these words, this
apparition has also been known as “Our Lady of Good Help.”
